Previously at Rosebank Kindergarten children have been learning about what skills and 

traits they need to be a leader and a role model for their peers. Now we want children to 

play more sustained and lead their own play situations, as we know that this has far reach-

ing benefits for all areas of  their development. This will also allow the teachers to spend 

more time supporting our younger children, whilst our older children build on the skills re-

quired to work more effectively in small and large groups.  

 

An aspect of this is connecting effectively with others and being a ñgood friendò. Teachers 

and children are developing a ñlanguage of learningò that promotes and extends on          

children's knowledge of how to be a good friend ñawhi tǛtahi ki tǛtahiò. Some ideas that 

children and teachers have come up with so far include: 

¶ Sharing 

¶ Being kind to each other 

¶ Helping each other 

¶ Being friendly  

¶ Caring 

¶ Waiting patiently  

¶ Working together  

¶ Listening to each other 

 

Alongside this, to support our bicultural journey we have started to introduce the concept of 

a mihi into our morning wh ńriki time when we check the rolls. Children say ñKo (name) 

ahauò as they hold onto the tokotoko (talking stick). This also supports the concept of 

Manaakitanga, as children show aspects of being friendly while they listen to others, role 

model and support others who are learning about opting in and risk taking.  
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
